Materials:

Procedures:


Warm ups

1) Back rubs with sighs

2) No no no no no (1, 3, 5, 3, 1) – Listen for pure vowel tone and rhythmic accuracy.

3) Fla fla ni (1, 3, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1) – Staccato then legato.

4) Di di di di di (1,2,3,4,5  1,2,3,4,5  5,8,5,3,1) – Listen for “Di-dill”s, rhythmic accuracy.

5) “I love to sing” (5,8,5,3,1) – Open vowels

Waitin’ for the Light

1) Go over diction.

a. Swallow the “T”s

b. No dipthongs (“Ah” = I and “L-ah-t” = light) 
2) Work “duet” section with altos and baritones

a. Have altos sing out….maybe have 2nd soprano sopranos sing alto line?

3) Work dynamic levels on last page

a. Conversation between men and women

b. Speak through it with dynamics first then add notes

4) Work Men solo on 2nd verse.
a. Have them speak it in their best “Manly” voice then sing out

5) Run Song
