Rhythm and Motion
Magic Gloves
Grade Level: Kindergarten 
Objective(s): 

1. Students will be able to keep a steady beat
2. Students will be able to hear the difference between loud and soft

3. Students will be able to hear the difference between legato and staccato 

4. Students will be able to hear the difference between fast and slow

5. Students will be able to show to difference between loud and soft, legato and staccato, and fast and slow using body motion. 
Materials:

· CD with clips of varying styles of music
Procedures:

1) Tell the students that we are going to play some make-believe today. Ask them to make-believe that they have a pair of magic gloves. These gloves are magic because, when you put them on, they make you move to music in a special way. 
2) Tell them that they are NOT silly gloves. That they gloves only make you move the way the music that you hear sounds. Give examples. 

3) Tell the students that they are to put on their magic gloves and listen to the music that you play. Tell them that the music will stop and the gloves will disappear if the movements get too silly.

4) Have them stand in a circle and put on the magic gloves. Play the clips of music while they dance with their hands to the music. 

5) Model appropriate movements. 

6) Ask what their favorite kind of music was that they heard. Ask what song was easiest to dance to. 

 Evaluation:

1. Were students will be able to keep a steady beat.

2. Were students will be able to chant at least 2 verses of the poem by themselves

3. Were students will be able to do appropriate body movements by themselves

4. Were students will be able to do appropriate body movements while chanting the poem.
