I’m on My Way

Grade Level: 5
Objective(s): 

1. Student will be able to make simple percussion instruments out of household items

2. Students will be able to sing the song by themselves using correct pitches
3. Students will be able to sing the sing by themselves using correct rhythms

4. Students will be able to sing their part of a round

5. Students will be able to play a percussion instrument to the beat of the song. 
Materials:

· Paper plates
· Dried beans
· Plastic cups
· Tape
· Paper
· Markers
· String

· Glue

· Sheet music to “I’m on My Way”
· Piano

Procedures:

1) Days before, ask the students to bring in a household object that they think they could make an instrument from (Spoons, cup, pot, box, etc.).

2) Talk to students about African instruments and how they changed when the slaves were brought over to the US.

3) Have students make a quick instrument out of whatever they brought in. If a student did not bring in materials then have them used something that you brought in (cups, paper plates).

4) Teach “I’m on My Way” using the rote method. 

5) Talk about how this is a song about going to freedom in the North and escaping slavery.

6) Have students break up into two groups. A and B

7) Have both groups sing the song as a round with all four verses
Evaluation:

1. Were student able to make simple percussion instruments out of household items?

2. Were students able to sing the song by themselves using correct pitches?

3. Were students able to sing the sing by themselves using correct rhythms?

4. Were students able to sing their part of a round?

5. Were students able to play a percussion instrument to the beat of the song?
